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Reflection by Father Tony
In every story, in every love-song or poem or even made-for-TV-drama, there is a three-fold movement that
always takes place: the hero "leaves home" (or leaves what is comfortable), there is a struggle, and finally the
hero "returns" all the stronger because of his or her experiences. This is the human drama – what it means to be
an authentic human person. And yet, throughout this ever-repeating three-fold drama of life, there are so many
obstacles that keep us from completing the journey in an authentic way. We get can easily get “stuck” in any
stage. Some become complacent and settle for less, never engaging in life itself; others get lost in their struggles
and become overwhelmed in their fears.  Still others experience the final stage of victory, but neither rejoice in
it or are willing to trust it. 
Jesus came to show us how to be human – how to empty ourselves, engage in the struggle and allow the Father
to restore us to a higher level. In today’s second reading from the letter of Paul to the Philippians, Paul
summarizes the three-fold journey of Christ so beautifully. “He did not deem equality with God something to
be grasped at but emptied himself, taking the form of a slave (stage one), becoming obedient even unto death,
death on a cross (stage two); because of this, God highly exalted him and gave him the name above every other
creature.” (stage three)
The journey begins with surrender, letting go. What are some of the concerns that are so difficult to surrender
right now? What are some of the things that I so tenaciously hold onto and grasp? Reputation? Financial
security?  Approval from others? Fear of failure? Fear of abandonment? 
In the struggle to deal with the issues that so overwhelm us, we enter into the struggle in union with Jesus. Call
on him constantly – none of life’s issues were ever meant to be faced alone!
