Over 200 babies have been "spiritually adopted" by our parishioners!
Four Month Developing Baby -
“I had a dream!” - The baby’s brain has begun maturing- a process that will continue until she is about 14
years old.  Her eyelids are now sealed shut and will re-open at 7 months.  Her taste buds are now working.

Nutrients consumed by her mother are passed on to her within an hour or two.  Three hundred quarts of fluid a day
are sent to the baby via the umbilical cord.  Fine hair begins to grow on head, eyebrows and eyelashes.  Facial
expressions similar to the baby’s parents can be seen at this time.  This month REMs (rapid eye movements) have been
recorded - a sign of dreaming.

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Reflection by Father Tony
Easter is more than just the commemoration of a past historical event -- a miracle in the life of Jesus whereby he
proved to the world that He was God; Easter is more than just another holiday gathering -- an opportunity to spend
time with family and friends, to feast and to eat and to try to find out the culprit who bit the ears off the chocolate
rabbit. Easter is fundamentally a decision -- Yes or No -- will you believe that good does win over evil and that God
has definitively triumphed over all the forces of darkness and despair in this world (and even those forces of
darkness in your own individual life)?
The power of Easter can only be appreciated in light of the horrific evil of Good Friday. The death of Jesus, the
holiest, most innocent and righteous man in the history of all human kind, represents the cruelest tragedy that has
ever occurred in this world. Think of it -- the evil of the holocaust, the evil of 9-11, the evil of every act of violence
and the shedding of every innocent drop of blood from the very beginning of time -- all added together -- do not
equal the horrific nature of the crucifixion of the Son of God. Yet that evil, in all its horror, has been undone by
God's YES -- his AMEN on Easter Sunday. For in that wonderful moment in time, God has shown us that there is
no evil that will not be transformed into a greater good, and that every part of your life that has seemed shattered
beyond hope or repair will be made whole. For each of you, each in your own way, have suffered Calvary. Each of
you will be joined to this victory of Jesus.
But it's still your decision. Yes or No -- will I trust that God's love is far greater and far more transformative than
anything that the Evil One can make happen in this fragile planet? Will I choose to believe that evil will never --
can never -- be the last word? Will I dare to say with full heart and full throat "Alleluia -- He is Risen, indeed!"

A Letter From Our Bishop Easter 2008

Dear Brothers and Sisters in the Risen Christ,
“Christ is the victim who dies no more, the lamb, once slain, who lives forever”. With these
words of the Preface of the Easter Mass, we proclaim the triumph of Jesus Christ, the Son of
God, over sin and death. He willingly became the victim out of love for us. Out of the enduring
Jewish tradition of the lamb of sacrifice, He, the true lamb, was led to the slaughter and hung
on the gibbet of the cross, nailing our sins onto that cross, setting us free by his own death.
“Because of this God raised him up and gave him a name above every name so that, at the name

of Jesus, every knee should bend…and every tongue proclaim to the glory of God the Father, Jesus Christ is Lord”.
This Easter we too proclaim this marvelous truth: the one who died for us lives forever. By his death we are

freed. By his resurrection we are raised by Him to share in his life. For He, the Head, calls us into existence as His
Church and as His Church we live and move and have our being.
