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Reflection by Father Tony

“Lord, if you had been here, my brother would never have died.” No sadder words were ever recorded in the Bible
than what we hear in this Sunday’s gospel. The cry of Martha and Mary who each come to meet Jesus with these very
words after the death of their brother Lazarus strikes at the core of our heart because we too have been disappointed by
the Lord. Each moment of loss in our life created an inner crisis of faith where we had to deal with the disappointment
of not receiving the answers to our prayer. “Lord, where were you? If you had been here, my loved one would never have
died.”

When Jesus finally does arrive on the scene, he assures Martha that “your brother will rise again.” Martha, still
disappointed, says, “I know he will rise on the last day.” Martha could easily have added, “But who wants to wait that
long to be reunited with my loved one?”

Jesus assures her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Everyone who lives and believes in me will never die” Listen
to the incredible claim of Jesus. If we have a relationship with Jesus, we will live in the end times in this present
moment. That means we will never be separated from our loved ones by death! As a sign that even now Jesus is offering
us reunion here and now with those who have passed away, he walks over to the tomb, has the stone rolled back, and
raises Lazarus from death to life.

But here is the problem. Jesus claims that, in this present moment, through our relationship with Him, we will
conquer death! However, my loved ones have died – and I feel that loss. While Jesus raises Lazarus from the dead and
reunites him with his sisters, Jesus has not performed that miracle in my life. It seems that I still have to wait till the end
times to be reunited with my loved ones. So what is the force of Jesus’ claim, “I am the resurrection and the life”? 

When we receive the Eucharist, we receive the body of the risen Christ. That means that in each Eucharist, I am
sharing in the risen life of Jesus and I am thereby united with those who share life with Him. My communion not only
unites me the visible Body of Christ (the Church militant) here on earth, it also unites me to the members of the Body
of Christ who have passed on (the Church triumphant as well as the Church suffering.) In each celebration of the
Eucharist, earth does unite with heaven, I am in a real communion with my loved ones in and through the risen Christ
here and now. For this reason, we call the Eucharist a foretaste of the heavenly banquet. When we enter each Eucharist
in that faith, we come to experience the joy of union and communion with all our loved ones.

What joy each Eucharist brings, what solace it offers. It would almost boggle the mind to think that there would
be something more important to do on a Sunday morning!
